There will be 4 ends of 6 arrows shot. Only 1 class/weight division may be shot per end. Archery GB bow
weight classes will be converted to their equivalent World Archery flight bow classes, most are the same. Any
World Archery bow classes and World Archery weight divisions can be shot, however these must be declared
at registration. Distance measurements will be in meters for World Archery requirements and converted to
yds-ft-ins for Archery GB results. Separate World Archery bow class and distance results will be produced
for world record claims

Trophies will be awarded to the highest placed British Northern Counties member
It is recommended that competitors wear bright, visible colours

Archers competing at record status tournaments may be liable for drug testing. Competitors who are
approached to give samples must comply. Non-compliance will be treated as a positive result
Parents/Guardians must sign the relevant box on the entry form giving consent for junior archers (under 18’s)
to be drug tested if approached

Lost arrows must be reported to a judge or member of the field party (please remember to inform them if you
later find the arrow). It is the archer’s responsibility to account for all arrows before leaving the field.
